Selection Criteria
1. Student essay

2. Two (2) letters of recommendation

3. Academic standing (minimum required cumulative GPA of 2.50).

Application Requirements
To be considered for the SPA Scholarship Award, applicants must complete an application and return it to a school designee by May 1st. The
application must include:

1. A completed application form. Only completed application forms will be considered.

2. Two letters of recommendation from a school teacher, coach, or school official.

3. An official high school transcript for the last two years including GPA.

4. A one page (< 500 words) statement stating the applicant's qualifications and educational and career goals.

All four of the above items must be submitted before the application will be considered.

For the statement of qualifications and education and career goals, you may use the page included in this application form, or attach a separate page.

Completed application forms will be picked up by a representative of the SPA. Please have the application packet in a closed envelope un-folded,
include applicant’s last name on the envelope.
